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If you were to ask us what the vision of

NIGHTCHURCH is - what we picture it to look like
in a few years, we would happily say we have very
little idea.

To us NIGHTCHURCH is a bit of an adventure: 3
movement of leaders and small communities
gathering around NIGHTCHURCH values (our

DNA) in the cathedral and in other spaces ... we
don't seek to clarify it much beyond that. We want
to take our evolving shape from the people that
connect and join with us - their passions, their
cultures, their gifts and their vision ...

So we take pleasure in pioneering into the unknown and in the sense of
being slightly out of control. We see ourselves more organism than
organisation. Healthy, living organisms grow, reproduce and multiply and
we have that hope too - that all we are and do would multiply into the
city and beyond to be a movement for change ...




We are seeking to be an inclusive community with Christ at the centre,

learning how to be generous with hospitality, creative in spirituality and
passionate about justice...

These values can be seen as our DNA - scientists tell us that each cell
in our body has the same DNA pattern - but amazingly each cell is also
unique in shape and function compared to the other cells in the body...
at NIGHT we seek to share common DNA but express this in
our lives and communities in unique and creative ways ...




We see God as welcoming us despite our issues, our hang-ups, our
doubts and questions and we try to reflect this understanding in the
way we welcome all into the cathedral and into our lives and
communities.

NIGHTCHURCH and its communities are spaces where
literally 'everyone can play’; anyone can bring their ideas,
passions, talents and skills to engage and connect. It's a safe
place to try new things, to question, to rant and rebel, to
unlearn and unpack, to lead and influence, to dream and
experiment, maybe fail but then have another go. Because
we are inclusive it can and will be messy at times ...

But primarily NIGHTCHURCH is all about
relationships, meeting new friends and old. We
greatly value our small communities and groups,
where we can 'know and be known' and have
developed some great spaces to chat: around a fire
outside, in our fairtrade cafe drinking free coffee or
just sitting with friends in a candlelit side chapel.
